2. What did you have for lunch? I had rice, chicken and cabbage.
3. Do you want to go for lunch? Sure / Sorry, I already ate.
4. What's for dinner dad? I ordered pizza tonight / Chicken and pasta.
5. Can you pass the potatoes/salad/pork chops/shrimp, please? Sure..Here you are.
6. Would you like some more coffee? Yes, please / No thank you/ No thanks.
7. Will that be for "here" or "to go" ? (McDonalds, etc)...Here, please / To go, please.
8. Would you like anything else? No thanks / Yes...I'll have a coffee please.
9. Are you ready to order? No, not yet / Yes...I'll have.....("order" = verb)
10. Can I have the bill, please? Sure...I'll be right back.
11. What's in it? I think it has beef, onions, potatoes and curry.
12. Do you like spicy food / seafood? Yea, I love it! / Not really. (polite)
13. How's your steak? It's pretty good /Excellent / It's not very good/ It's not hot enough.
