Lesson 5:  Love and Dating, Part 2
1. Advice and Suggestions
What is the difference between suggestions and advice? 
· You give someone a suggestion when they don't know what to do. 
· You give advice to help people do something better.
The following English words and expressions are all used to make suggestions and to give advice to people. You should be polite when saying these because some people might get offended (especially if they haven't asked for your help).

a) should/shouldn't/could....  (Note: "should" is stronger that "could")
"You should try to practice English outside of class."
"You shouldn't worry so much."
"You could meet her at Jusco and go for a walk."
b) Why don't you....
"Why don't you call her?"  
"Why don't you send her a text message."
c) If I were you, I'd….
"If I were you, I'd take her to Lover's road."
"If I were you, I'd ask her out before someone else does."
d) How about..... 
"How about we go to Gongbei on Saturday?"
              NOTE:  All these expressions are followed by a base verb.
Pronunciation of  "h" of personal pronouns: The "h" sound of personal pronouns in deleted when the previous word ends with a consonant sound.
Call her = Call'er      take him = take'im     ask his = ask'is     and he = and'e

2. Expressing Worries
· I'm worried about my English ability.
· I'm not worried about our date. She's really easy to talk to.
· I'm afraid to meet him/her tonight.
· I'm a little bit nervous.
· I'm too shy.
· I don't think I can do it. (I'm chicken)
· I'm terrified

Asking about Worries:
· Are you worried?
· Are you nervous?
· Are you afraid?
· Why are you (so) worried / nervous / afraid?
· What are you (so) worried about?

3. Encouraging People:
· You're a really nice person. Don't worry.
· Just be yourself . (i.e. don't act differently)
· It'll be fine/ You'll be fine.
· You can do it!
· Good luck! It's going to be OK.

A. Give advice or suggestions to your friend's problems:
Example:
A: Do you think I should I take her to a restaurant or a movie?
B:    I think you should take her to a restaurant. You can't talk in a movie.
or    If I were you, I'd take her to a restaurant. You can't talk in a movie.

A:  I'm a little worried about my date tonight. What should I do?
B:

A: I can't speak English very well. What if he/she doesn't understand me?
B:

A: What do you think I should wear on my date tonight?
B:

A: Where do you think I should take her to dinner?
B: 

A: I'm afraid she's going to break up with me if she finds out that I cheated on her.
B:
A: She'll probably turn me down. I'm too chicken to talk to her.
B:

Conversation 1 (Talking to a friend)
A. I want to ask Julie out, but I think she might turn me down. 
B. Why? You're a nice person. Why don't you talk to her after class?
A.  Really? What should I say?
B. If I were you, I'd ask her if she likes her new class, or something like that. Just be yourself.
A. I know you're right, but I'm kind of shy around pretty girls. 
B. Don't worry so much. You won't know unless you try.
A. All right.. Thanks. I'm going to do it.
                  (Note: Phrasal verbs: ask out, turn down)

Conversation 2 (Talking to a friend)
A.  Tom just broke up with me. I don't know what to do. 
B.  Encourage your friend and make a suggestion.
A: Reject the suggestion politely and ask for a different suggestion.
B: Accept the suggestion, but express worry.
A. Say something encouraging to your friend.
B.  Say thanks to Student A.
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
